Asan intergenerational community intoday’s
society, we, St. Johners, are somewhat unique as an
entity. Over the last 50 years the number of
organizations which include babes to sages has
dwindled significantly. More often than not,
children go to schools where there are only oneto
three grades represented. The sameistrue for
children’s organized play activities. While this may
create efficiencies in administration and
developmental level focus, children have few
opportunities to be in relationship with and learn
from older youth and adults other than their
designated leaders/teachers. Recently we have been
reminded that living in intergenerational community
at St. John's not only provides us with opportunities
to know each other across the generations but it also
provides us with challenges. Perhaps the most
challenging time is when children and adults are
mingling before and after worship or other eventsin
what is unstructured time for those present. Here are
some thoughts that can help al of us keep the
environment safe, respectful and caring for everyone.

When the Community Worship Serviceis
underway, avoid conversationsin the lobby and keep
the doors closed to and the sound level downin
Krolfifer. Our sanctuary design is open to the lobby
and adults could be most helpful in modeling
quietness in the lobby so that people in the sanctuary
are not disturbed. We'll be asking our children
during classto identify appropriate indoor behavior
keeping in mind their safety and the safety of others
and sharing that with parents.
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One of the best ways we can reinforce appropri-
ate behavior isto engage our children in positive
ways and praise then when we see appropriate
behavior. None of us are exempt in being proactive
in building a safe and caring community. It takesall
of usinthe “village” to raise the children and care
for one another.

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What a dedicated community we have at St.
John’s!! Y ou recognize that in order to provide the
space, staff, music, programs, gatherings and al
that makes our community so wonderful, we have
to maintain a high level of fiscal responsi-bility.
Y ou, the Board, committees, and staff have been
diligent this year in monitoring our financial state.
Asareminder, monthly financial statements are
posted outside the church office.
Here isthe latest information:
1) Pledges made through the annual stewardship
campaign for 2007-08 totaled $215,000. Pledges
paid through 12/31/07 total $109,700 or 51% of the
total pledged. In past years, about 60% of pledges
are paid by the end of the calendar year.
2) Closing the Gap pledges totaled $14,475.
Through 12/31/07, $8,400 has been paid.
3) 2007-2009 Capital Campaign pledges totaled
$71,125. Asof 12/31/07, $34,600 has been paid
and $37,000 worth of work has been completed.
4) Councils and committees are keeping
expenditures within or below their budgeted
amounts with a few exceptions.
5) A budget deficit is still being projected for this
fiscal year which ends on June 30. The amount
varies depending on guesstimates about pledges and
donations.
So, what if we have a deficit? The problem is that
our cash flow will be impacted and we’ll begin to
have difficulty paying our billsontime. What is
needed to minimize the deficit? We are asking you
to pay this year’s pledge as soon as feasible and
certainly by June 30. If you know your payment
time frame, please let Finance Council Director,
Jonena Jones, or the Financial Secretary, Rick
Prairie, know.
